
 

Guidelines: 

 

Each artwork, including any frame, may be up to 

26 inches high, 26 inches wide, and 4 inches 

deep.   

 

• Paintings: oil, acrylics, watercolor, etc. 

• Drawings: colored pencil, pencil, ink, 

marker, pastels, charcoal  

• Collages:  must be two-dimensional 

• Prints: lithographs, silkscreen, block prints 

• Mixed Media:  use of more than two 

mediums such as pencil, ink, watercolor, 

etc. 

• Computer-generated art 

• Photographs 

Each entry must be original in concept, design, 

and execution. 
 

Each spring, a nationwide high school art 

competition is sponsored by the Members of the 

U.S. House of Representatives.  The winning 

artwork from the 5th District will be displayed in 

the U.S. Capitol for one year.  Three runners-up 

will hang in Congressman Schrader’s 

Washington, D.C., Oregon City, and Salem 

offices. 

 

Student artwork will be judged by a panel of local 

artists.  Congressman Schrader will announce 

the winners at a Reception for all artists and 

their families in April (date TBD).
